I can compare the number of students attending various career and college events as well as the number of students applying to colleges or finding full-time employment and the number of students completing the ACT  or COMPASS test to students from last year to measure progress in this plan.

In order to succeed in career and college and life after high school, students need to do well in school acaedmically and understand how to be successful in a digital society. The overall goal of any learning institution is to better prepare students to be successful in life; focuing on creating career and college ready students will, no doubt, increase the probability of students being successful in life.

All of the career and college prepatory activities I have planned (listed below) are put into place with the goal in mind to provide every high school student at least three opportunites to participate in events that lead them to become more career and college ready. The goal of creating career and college ready students that have goals for their futures would logically lead to students who find more value in the work they are currently doing in high school and how that relates to long-term success in careers and college. I encorporate the use of technology in several activities I have planned (listed below); this creates students who are more accustomed to using various technologies that are used in today’s workplace and college settings.

I am working to put into place several opportunites to help students become career and college ready including: hosting two Career and College Fairs at the High School (one in the Fall and one in the Spring), hosting an Iowa College Application Campaign event in November, inviting Iowa College Access Network to talk with juniors and seniors and their parents about preparing for college and learning about financial aid, inviting several college representatives to visit the high school throughout the year, inviting a Youth Employment Program Specialist from Youth and Shelter Services, Inc to meet with all interested students about job prepartion skills including applying for jobs and creating resumes, sending out monthly part-time and full-time job listings in Story County to students via-email, taking all juniors and seniors to the Marshalltown Community College College Fair in September, taking all freshmen and sophomores to the Marshalltown Community College Career Expo in April, taking all 8th grade students and freshmen to the Des Moines Area Community College Career Day in March, taking any interested high school students to several career specific College Visit Days at DMACC and Iowa State University, testing all sophomores and juniors using the ASVAB and providing all of these students access and training in using the ASVAB Career Exploration Program, completing I Have A Plan Iowa with all 8th-12th grade students, sending all scholarship opportunities to all seniors and parents viw e-mail, sending opportunites to attend various college and career prepatory events to all high school students and parents via e-mail, and many other things.
I incorporate the use of technology in several activities I have planned including the usage of e-mails, Remind text messages and e-mails, electronic barcoding systems for college fairs, online career and college prepatory programs, online college fairs, online job and college applications, online registration for the ACT, and many other things.
